® Today we mark the Feast of the Blessed Christian Brother Martyrs of
Valencia. In 1936, five Christian Brothers (Florencio, Bertran, Ambrosio,
Elisas, & Honorato) were martyred for their faith. When religious persecution
began in Spain, they were arrested and executed. Even though they knew that
being Brothers result in death, they did not hesitate in admitting their Faith and
that they were Brothers of the Christian Schools. These five Brothers, beatified
by Pope John Paul 11, followed Jesus in the vocation to which He had called
them: to bring salvation to young people by giving a human and Christian
education. May their faith inspire us, their heroism edify us, and their devotion
to young people cause us to redouble our efforts with the students entrusted to
our care!

» Feast of Blessed Brother Scubilion: Jean Bernard Rousseau joined the Christian Brothers
in 1822. After ten years in elementary schools, Scubilion left France to dedicate the remaining
34 years of his life to the enslaved natives on the island of Reunion in the Indian Ocean.
Remembered as the "catechist of slaves," he started well attended evening classes, even after
a long day of hard labor. He devised programs and techniques in order to teach essentials of
Christian doctrine and prepare them to receive sacraments. He won them over by his kind
manner and respect. After the emancipation of the slaves in 1848, he continued to care for
them and to help them adapt to their new life of freedom. In the last years, despite failing
health, he assisted pastors in visiting the sick, winning over sinners, encouraging vocations,
and effecting what seemed to be miraculous cures. At his death he was venerated on the
island as a saint. As the Brothers put it — “Brother Scubilion — one in a million!”

o TDIH: In 1540, The Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) is chartered by Pope Paul I11. The Jesuit movement was founded by
Ignatius de Loyola, a Spanish soldier turned priest.

o TDIH: In 1964, after a ten month investigation, the Warren Commission Report was issued stating a long gunman
had been responsible for the assassination of President John F. Kenney in Dallas on November 22, 1963. Conspiracy
theorists continue to dismiss the Report. Trivia Question: can you name the lone gunman believed to have
assassinated President Kennedy? Answer at end of newsletter.

Pre-Freshmen Etiquette Training: Saint La Salle wrote extensively about “civility and decorum” for students,
including detailed instructions on how to eat (e.g. you should always keep the lips shut while eating so that you do not
slurp as pigs do.... Itis simply intolerable for you to eat using both hands....You must not notice if others have been
served better portions than you.... It is rude to spit things you cannot swallow, such as bones, onto the plate or into your
hand. It is even worse to let these things fall from your mouth). Thus, on Sep 22, 23, & 24, the Saint Paul’s Renaissance
Program, in an effort to augment the work of parents in the area of proper etiquette, has paired with Tony Bosco's in



Mandeville to provide a short course on proper restaurant behavior. We divided the pre-freshmen into three groups to
provide a short course on restaurant etiquette followed by a meal catered by Tony Bosco's. A staff member from Bosco's
will instruct the boys in place settings, ordering, dealing with waiters, tipping, and making reservations. After the class,
the boys will enjoy a meal, prepared by the restaurant, putting into practice what they have learned. The Saint Paul's
Renaissance Program will cover the cost of the course and meal. The students will gather in the BAC when their PE or
ROTC class falls after the lunch period. There are a few exceptions to this rule. Thus, the boys can learn about etiquette
and eat without missing other classes. The students will wear the formal uniform. In case you are wondering, the
menu will be soup of the day, Caesar salad, baked chicken breast with pasta, and dessert. In view of St. La Salle’s
emphasis on manners, therefore, this activity is very Lasallian!

New Mexico was the western end of the New Orleans-Santa Fe Province of Christian Brothers — but is now the middle of
the San Francisco New Orleans Province. Lasallian tradition continues strong in northern New Mexico, with two
Lasallian institutions currently serving there — the Albuquerque campus of Lewis University and St. Michael's High
School in Santa Fe. Here's a brief refresher:

e Saint Mike’s is the only Catholic high school in Santa Fe. It began in the mid-1800s when the Brothers first went to
New Mexico. For much of its history, Saint Mike's was an all-boy boarding school, similar to Saint Paul's. It is now
a modern, coed day school with more than 700 students in grades 7-12 and doing well. Brothers Louis, Rich, Bill
Ray, Peter D, & Jerry, have all served faithfully at St. Mike’s.

e Lewis University in Albuquerque (where we will meet) is an extension campus of Lewis U in Illinois. When The
College of Santa Fe (started by the Brothers in the late 1940s as a baccalaureate granting, liberal arts institution)
folded 7 years ago, Lewis continued programs in ABQ that CSF had started. The loss of CSF was painful for us as
most of us received undergraduate degrees there. Hence, Bros Ken, Peter T, Peter D, Rich, and yours truly all have

CSF degrees. Today, the former is known as Santa Fe

University for the Arts, as Santa Fe is a cultural Mecca.

Unfortunately, it has ceased to be Lasallian. This loss

is difficult for the Brothers, but we remain thankful for

the good done by the CSF since the late ‘40s.
